Arena theatre 
Country & Belonging Residency 

This term, grades 1-4 will be participating in an Arena Theatre program called óCountry & Belongingô 

Each Friday from weeks 2-6, students will attend four incursions (at school) and one excursion (Bendigo Art Gallery) in 
class groups. 

Program Information 
Children hear Acknowledgements of Country all the time. They hear it at school, at sports and at gatherings inside public 
spaces. Do students have a personal connection to what they hear and say? Do they have any investment in it, or is it just 
'received information' crafted by adults and prescribed to children? This residency explores and  
personalises childrenôs understanding of the Acknowledgement of Country. 
  
The students work with a variety of art forms including First Nations forms of visual arts and weaving, and  
contemporary art forms such as writing, video, audio, and digital technologies. The Country and Belonging residency con-
cludes with an exhibition and celebration of the work.  

NAPLAN results  

Grade 3 & 5 individual NAPLAN results went home this week. It is important to remember that NAPLAN is just one assess-
ment completed on one particular day. School achievement is measured in many different ways. If you have any questions 
about the NAPLAN results please contact your childôs teacher.

Hello everyone! We've had such an exciting first week back in Term 3 here in Grade 1 and 2! We've been  
diving into the magical world of fairytales during our reading lessons. We're learning to read fluently by paying 
close attention to punctuation marks, which helps us know when to pause, sound excited, or ask questions! In 
our writing sessions, we're having a blast retelling our favorite fairytales. It's been so much fun using our  
imagination and creativity to bring these stories to life on paper. In maths, we've been revisiting some  
important concepts in place value, such as ordering numbers from smallest to largest, partitioning numbers into 
tens and ones, and even making numbers with base-10 blocks. It's really cool to see how numbers work and to 
challenge ourselves with new ways of understanding them. We can't wait to share more of our adventures with 
you throughout the term! 

 

Grade 3/4 with Jack and Stacee  
This week in grade 3/4, we have started our fables, myths and legends unit, starting with fables. We have been 
identifying characteristics of fables, and learning how to tell what the moral of a story is. In writing we have 
been writing our own fables, choosing a lesson we think is important or putting a spin on famous fables. 

In maths, we started our term using arrays with coins, using multiplication to find out how much money there 
is, and working out how much more we would need to buy something. We also learned about different right, 
acute and obtuse angles, and identified where these are present in our school. 

Overall itôs been a great start to the term, itôs been great to see students catching up with friends after the 
break and getting back into the swing of things.
